REGULATION: Completion of 24 semester hours in social studies, to include course work from at
least three of these areas: anthropology (113), History (16/16A/16E/16W), sociology (34), economics
(6E), American government (30), psychology (31), and geography (44).

The area may be satisfied by the completion of the required number of hours of work carrying
departmental numbers corresponding to the fields indicated. It is strongly recommended, though not
required, that the work include at least one course in American history, one course in sociology,
one course in American government, and one course in geography. Course work in anthropology,
economics, and psychology is also encouraged and may be used as part of the twenty-four-semester hour
total required for the endorsement.
