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APPLICATION PROCESS CHECKLIST
New enrollments are accepted beginning in the fall semester of each year.  Applications will be reviewed once all required materials are received.
1.  UI REACH APPLICATION FORMS:

___ c. Three references—to be completed by sources such as, educators, service providers, case workers, or job coaches who have known the applicant at least six months

___ e. 504 Plan, (if applicable) 

___ f.  Most recent IEP, including Behavior Intervention Plan, (if applicable) 

___ g. Copies of evaluations or reports from other service providers e.g. SCL, Vocational Rehab, etc.
___ h.  ABAS Survey: Parent/Guardian and educator reference are sent a link to complete the ABAS SURVEY 

2.  APPLICATION SUPPLEMENT:  
___ INTELLECTUAL ASSESSMENT (REQUIRED):

An intellectual assessment with narrative completed within the past twelve months using the Wechsler Adult Intelligence Scale-(WAIS) III or IV.  All subtests; raw scores; and Verbal, Performance, Full scale scores should be recorded by the test administrator on the Intellectual Assessment Protocol sheet. 

· The test administrator’s personal title and license or credentials must be included on/with the report.

· An explanation of assessment administration or subtest scores is not required. 

· A statement as to whether the assessment accurately reflects the applicant’s abilities is required.

· The narrative should include any indication of a history of mental illness, anger management issues, and stress-related behaviors. 
3. Following receipt and review of all required admissions materials, the UI REACH admissions team may
request additional information for clarification.  A personal interview may be offered. 

4. All interviews must occur on The University of Iowa campus.  Interviews do not guarantee acceptance.
